TIMES: Games on Friday begin at 7:30; games on Saturday
begin at 7:00.

FORMAT: Thirty-two teams in six divisions (192 total schools)
have qualified for the tournaments, with selections based on the
OHSAA Football Computer Rankings. To qualify for the tourna-
ments, schools must have finished first through eighth in their
assigned region.

ADMISSION: $7.00 per person presale; $9.00 per person at the
gate.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS/PAIRINGS UPDATE: Media members
desiring credentials for the first four rounds should contact the
host site manager or media coordinator. An updated list of exact
game sites, site managers or media coordinators and telephone
numbers will be posted on the OHSAA web site (www.ohsaa.
org) no later than Tuesday, Nov. 4. To find the updated pairings,
go to the “Sports & Tournaments” dropdown box in the left-hand
corner of the home page followed by “Football.” The final com-
puter rankings are available at the same area of the web site.
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Like the past few years, a media request form for the state
football finals will be mailed to media members in early Novem-
ber. The form must be filled out and either mailed or faxed to Tim
Stried at the OHSAA at 614-267-1677.

HOW THE SEEDS FARED: Of the 24 regions, all but one No.
1 seed advanced to the regional semifinals, that being Toledo
Central Catholic (Div. Il, Region 6), which was upset by No. 8
seed Powell Olentangy Liberty, 34-7.

Home teams in the regional quarterfinals (seeds 1-4) went
76-20 overall for a .792 winning percentage.

In 12 out of the 24 regions, the 1-4 seeds all won their re-
gional quarterfinal game at home. Only one visiting team won
its regional quarterfinal game in Division | (No. 5 Worthington
Kilbourne beat No. 4 Brookhaven, 14-6) and in Division VI (No.
6 Springfield Catholic Central beat No. 3 Portsmouth Sciotoville
Community 28-19.)

There were three regions which saw three of the top four
seeds get beat at home last weekend. Those include Division Il
Region 5, Division Il Region 10 and Division IV Region 16. See
pages 8-9 in this release for the regional semifinal qualifiers.

FIRST-TIME PARTICIPANTS ONE-AND-DONE: There were 10
schools that made their first appearance in the OHSAA football
tournaments this year. All 10 played on the road as 5-8 seeds
and were defeated in the regional quarterfinals last weekend.
The number of first-time participants by year include 14 in



2007, 10 in 2006, 12 in 2005, 16 in 2004, 12 in 2003, 21 in 2002,
17 in 2001, 26 in 2000 and 32 in 1999.

EIGHT SCHOOLS GET FIRST POSTSEASON WIN: There
were eight schools who notched their first playoff win last week-
end to advance to the regional semifinals. They include Madison
(Div. I, Region 5, now 1-5 in playoffs), Columbus Marion-Frank-
lin (Div. I, Region 7, now 1-4), Cincinnati Winton Woods (Div. II,
Region 8, now 1-4), Circleville Logan EIm (Div. Ill, Region 12,
now 1-3), Belmont Union Local (Div. IV, Region 15, now 1-1),
Kirtland (Div. V, Region 17, now 1-4), Waynesville (Div. V, Re-
gion 20, now 1-3) and Malvern (Div. VI, Region 23, now 1-4).

STILL STREAKING: Cleveland St. Ignatius (Div. |, Region 1) is
making its 21st consecutive state tournament appearance, the
most among any qualifiers. Columbus St. Francis DeSales (Div.
Il, Region 7) returns for a 15th straight time, while Coldwater
(Div. 1V, Region 16) is in for the 12th consecutive year. Moga-
dore (Div. VI, Region 21) is making its 10th-straight appearance.
Marion Pleasant (Div. IV, Region 14) is in the tournament for
the ninth-straight year and for the 16th time in the last 18 years
(missed in 1994 and 1999).

RESPECT YOUR ELDERS: Seven schools made at least their
20th appearance in the OHSAA football tournaments. Division |
(2): Cleveland St. Ignatius-21st and Cincinnati Moeller-27th; Di-
vision IV (3): Steubenville-21st; Youngstown Cardinal Mooney-
22nd and Ironton-26th; Division V (1): Wheelersburg-21st; Di-
vision VI (1): Mogadore-22nd.

WELCOME BACK: Leavittsburg LaBrae, a Division IV Region
13 qualifier, hadn’t been to the state tournament since 1983, the
longest drought of any school in the 2008 field not making its
first appearance. LaBrae dropped its regional quarterfinal game
at Massillon Tuslaw, 28-0.

Other schools in the 2008 playoffs which last qualified before
this decade include Franklin (lost to Thornville Sheridan 33-7,
Div. lll Region 12; last appearance in 1993), Bridgeport (lost at
Malvern 49-14, Div. VI Region 23; last in 1996) and Baltimore
Liberty Union (won at Nelsonville-York 15-14, Div. V Region 19;
last in 1999).

MAN VS. COMPUTER: Every team in each Division’s Top 10
Associated Press final poll qualified for the playoffs. Of those 60
teams (10 ranked in each division), only eight lost in the regional
quarterfinal round. The highest ranked teams to lose were the
No. 3 ranked teams in Division Il and 1V, respectively: Toledo
Central Catholic and Clarksville Clinton-Massie. Three of the
Top 10 teams in Division Il lost. No Division VI Top 10 teams
lost.

Among Top 10-ranked teams, only three teams finished lower
than fifth in their respective computer regions, those being Ca-
nal Winchester (sixth in Region 12, Div. lll), Kettering Alter (sixth
in Region 16, Div. IV), and Maria Stein Marion Local (seventh in
Region 20, Div. V).

NOTING THE UNDEFEATED: There are four match-ups be-
tween undefeated teams this weekend in the regional semifi-
nals. In Division Il Region 6, Sylvania Southview takes on Lex-
ington. In Division Il Region 7, Louisville plays Logan. In Division
V Region 18, Hamler Patrick Henry faces Bucyrus Wynford. And
in Division VI Region 21, Norwalk St. Paul takes on McDonald.

Thirty-five unbeaten teams qualified for the 2008 tourna-
ments, marking a new high since the number of qualifying teams
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in each division was expanded to 32 teams. The previous high
was 31 in 2002 and 1999. Thirty of the 35 undefeated teams
were ranked in the final AP state football poll (page three).

Following the regional quarterfinal round, 28 unbeaten teams
moved on to the semifinals. There was one regional quarterfinal
match-up pitting two undefeated teams, that coming in Division
Il Region 8, where No. 2 New Carlisle Tecumseh beat No. 7
Mount Orab Western Brown, 44-21. Western Brown was making
its first playoff appearance.

In the 2008 playoffs, Division Il owned the most unbeaten
teams with eight. Five total regions, including two in Div. I, have
three unbeatens.

The last unbeaten team not to qualify for the state playoffs
was Newcomerstown in 2001.

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES: Teams from the Midwest Athletic
Conference have won six state titles in the past three years:
Coldwater (Division 1V-2005, ‘07); Maria Stein Marion Local (Di-
vision VI, 2006; Division V, 2007); St. Henry (Division V, 2006);
and Delphos St. John’s (Div. VI, 2005). Coldwater, Marion Local
and Anna represent the MAC in this year’s tournament (Marion
Local beat Anna in the regional quarterfinals, 13-3)...Circleville
Logan Elm went 0-10 last season, but rebounded to go 10-0 in
the 2008 regular season and earn the No. 2 seed in Division
IIl Region 12...Columbus Bexley started the season 1-3 before
winning its final six games to qualify for the playoffs for the first
time...Mayfield had shut out six consecutive opponents cover-
ing 29 quarters before allowing a touchdown with 35 seconds
remaining in its week 10 game against Hudson...Three Ohio
teams are ranked in the ESPN RISE Fab 50 poll: Cleveland
Glenville (eighth), Cleveland St. Ignatius (17th), Cincinnati Elder
(19th). Pickerington Central is fourth among other schools re-
ceiving votes. Glenville and Ignatius meet at 7 p.m. Saturday at
Lakewood Stadium in the regional semifinals.

MOST TOURNAMENT WINS: There are 18 schools that have at
least 30 OHSAA tournament victories. Thirteen of those schools
have qualified for the 2008 playoffs this season, led by Cleve-
land St. Ignatius with 51. See pages 8-9 for the complete list.

Newark Catholic, which did not qualify for the playoffs this
season, leads the state with 62 playoff wins. The other four
schools with 30 or more playoff wins which are not in the 2008
playoffs include Versailles (45), St. Henry (39), Cleveland Bene-
dictine (34) and Amanda Clearcreek (32).

TENTH YEAR WITH 192 QUALIFIERS: This is the 10th year
that the OHSAA football tournament field consists of 192 total
qualifiers. Each of the 24 regions has qualified eight teams to
the tournaments, which consist of five rounds. The OHSAA will
designate neutral sites for regional semifinal, regional final and
state semifinal games, and no rebracketing will occur until the
state semifinals.

FOOTBALL STATS: Blank statistics sheets will be mailed to
media members and posted on the OHSAA web site, and the
OHSAA is asking for assistance so that unofficial statewide reg-
ular season football statistical leaders can be released. Please
submit the leaders from your coverage area as soon as possible
(the mailed form does not have to be used). The minimums are
150 points, 1,500 rushing yards, 1,700 passing yards and 50
receptions. Please provide details on the player (first and last
name, year in school, school) along with statistics details (scor-
ing breakdown, rushing attempts, passing completions and at-
tempts and receiving yards). The final statistics will be posted on
the OHSAA web site.



THE NEXT ROUNDS: Following the regional semifinals, the re-
gional finals will take place Nov. 14-15; state semifinals will be
Nov. 21-22 and the state finals will be played Nov. 28-29. All
Division Il, IV and VI games in the tournaments will be played on
Fridays at 7:30, while all Division I, lll and V games in the tour-
ney will be played on Saturdays at 7:00. The next three rounds
of the tournaments will be held at neutral sites.

STATE FOOTBALL FINALS TICKET BOOKS ON SALE: Tick-
et books for all six state football championship games are cur-
rently on sale through the Canton/Stark County Convention and
Visitors’ Bureau. The state football finals are Nov. 28 and 29 at
Fawcett Stadium in Canton and Paul Brown Tiger Stadium in
Massillon. Tickets can be ordered on-line at www.ohsaafbfinals.
com. Ticket books are $48.00 for the six games. Also available
are prepaid two-day parking passes for $10.00, prepaid two-day
motor home parking passes for $20.00 and state tournament
souvenir programs for $4.00 (a savings of $1.00 from the price
at the games). Priority seating will be assigned on a first-come,
first-served basis. There will be a $3.00 ticket processing fee per
order and a $2.00 postage fee per order. For additional infor-

FINALS LIVE ON STO: SportsTime Ohio and Time Warner Ca-
ble will provide exclusive live coverage of the state football finals
Nov. 28 and 29 from Canton and Massillon. The companies will
also televise up to eight regional and state semifinal contests
during the first four rounds of the OHSAA tournaments. STO/
TWC have the exclusive first right of refusal to select contests
each round of the tournaments to air on either a live or tape-de-
layed basis. Other networks will have the opportunity to televise
other regional or state semifinal contests not selected by STO/
TWC on a tape-delayed basis only.

STO’s partnership with Time Warner Cable was forged to de-
liver OHSAA programming to over 3.1 million homes statewide.

STADIUMS TOP THE LIST: Canton Fawcett Stadium and
Massillon Paul Brown Tiger Stadium were named No. 1 and
10, respectively, among the nation’s best high school football

stadiums, as voted by ESPN. The complete story is located
at http://sports.espn.go.com/highschool/rise/football/news/
story?id=3653316 and the stadiums photo gallery is at http://
assets.espn.go.com/gen/gallery/36494020.html.

WEEK 10 MOVERS: With wins in the final week of the regu-
lar season, 10 teams moved into their region’s Top 8 to qualify
for the playoffs. The biggest week 10 mover was Marysville,
which went from 12 to seven in Division | Region 3. Three other
schools qualified for the playoffs which were No. 11 in the week
nine rankings, including Massillon Washington (Div. | Region 2),
Grove City (Div. | Region 3) and Cincinnati Archbishop Moeller
(Div. | Region 4).

Among the biggest movers from week six was Mogadore
Field (Div. lll Region 9), which was 4-2 and ranked No. 16 but
finished 8-2 and eighth in its region. Of note, defending Div. llI
champion Sunbury Big Walnut was ranked No. 13 in Div. Il Re-
gion 10 in the week six rankings before winnings its last four
games to earn the seventh seed in the playoffs.

DEFENDING STATE CHAMPS: Of the six defending state
champions, all but two qualified for the 2008 playoffs: Cincinnati
St. Xavier in Division | and Newark Catholic in Division VI.

Cincinnati Anderson returns in Div. Il, Sunbury Big Walnut
returns in Div. lll, Coldwater returns in Div. IV and Maria Stein
Marion Local returns in Div. V. All four won their regional quarter-
final game, including road wins for Big Walnut and Marion Local,
who are both No. 7 seeds.

FOOTBALL SCHOOLS: There were 720 football-playing
schools this year. The division breakdowns are: Division |: 115
schools (enroliments of 524 or more); Division II: 121 schools
(enroliments between 365 and 523); Division lll: 119 schools
(enroliments between 257 and 364); Division IV: 119 schools
(enroliments between 187 and 256); Division V: 122 schools (en-
rollments between 131 and 186); and Division VI: 124 schools
(enroliments of 130 or less). Divisions are based on enrollments
of males in grades nine through 11 as reported to the State De-
partment of Education in October 2006.

2007 REVIEW: 36th Annual OHSAA Football Tournaments,
Nov. 30 and Dec. 1, 2007, Fawcett Stadium, Canton (Divisions
I, Il and VI) and Paul Brown Tiger Stadium, Massillon (Divisions
I, IV and V).

Division I: Top-ranked Cincinnati St. Xavier (15-0) won its
second state championship in three years and second overall
when it defeated No. 10 Mentor (11-3), 27-0. Senior running
back Darius Ashley rushed for a Division | state finals record
271 yards and scored on runs of 27 yards and one yard. Senior
Danny Milligan accounted for the Bombers’ other points, scor-
ing on a four-yard run, kicking field goals of 23 and 24 yards
and booting three extra points. It was just the second shutout
in the big-school state finals. Playing in light snow that switched
to freezing rain, St. Xavier forced four turnovers, outgained the
Cardinals 411 total yards to 197 and held a 15-minute advan-
tage in possession time. Mentor senior quarterback Bart Tanski,
selected as the Associated Press Ohio Mr. Football earlier in the
week, completed 19 of 38 passes for 179 yards, and the Cardi-
nals were held to 18 yards rushing.
