Ohio interscholastic sports officials are required to obtain an officiating permit from the Ohio High School
Athletic AssociationRegulationanddirectionof an interscholastic sports official prograsrthe
responsibility of th@OHS AA Commi ssi oner 6s office

Officiating is a privilege, not a right. Officials that are unfair or biased, exhibit a ldithess fail to

comply withOHSAA administrative requirements or exhibit questionable conduct on or gifayiag
surface can be penalizethe OHSAA reserves the express authority to suspend or permanently revoke
any officiating permit.

WE believe that the OHSAA must support officials through training, education and action.

WE believe that reward and recognition of officials creates enthusiffitials.

WE believe that strong leadership must be present in all local associations.

WE believe that a strong officiating program and competent officials creates a positive experience for
studemnathletes.
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V. OFFICIATIN G CODE OF ETHICS

Schools have entrusted us to assist them in the education and development of their youth through athletics.
The proper operation of such a process requires that officials be independent, impartial and responsible to
people they serve. Ircognition of these expectations there is hereby established a Code of Ethics for all
officials. The purpose of the code is to establish guidelines for ethical standards of conduct for all officials.

An Official must devote time, thought and study torthles of the game and the mechanics necessary to

carry out these rules so that one may render effective and creditable service in a fair and unbiased manner.
An Official must work with fellow officials and the state association in a spirit of harmongaoperation

in spite of differences of opinion that may arise during debate of points or rules at issue.

An Official must resist every temptation and outside pr e
oneself. Under all circumstances, alfifills must avoid promoting the special interest of any person or group

of persons other than the athletes we serve.

An Official must constantly uphold the honor and dignity ofdffeciating industryin all personal conduct

and relations with studesatthietes, coaches, athletic directors, school administrators, colleagues, and the
public, to be a worthy example to the athletes ur
An Official will be prepared both physically and mentally, dress according to expectations and raaintain
proper appearance that is befitting the importance of the game.

An Official shall avoid the use of tobacco and products at the contest site.

An Official must remember and recognize that it is important to honor ctteggardless of possible
incorvenience or financial los&very member of the officiating profession carries a responsibility to act in a
manner becoming a professional person. The conduct of any official influences the attitude of the public
toward the profession in general as well@asard the official in particular.

VI. A COVENANT WITH SPORTS OFFICIALS

Sports officiating is an honorable profession requiring those who engage in it to have strong moral character
and integrity. Officials must be faiminded and courageous. They axpected to embrace and adhere to the
Code of Conduct for Officialdt takes a special person to be an official. Sports officials bear great
responsibility for engendering public dadence in sports. They are critical to the health of athletic

competitons. Officials ensure games are played fairly, by the rules, within the spirit of the rules and in a safe
manner. Officiating takes a great deal of preparation, continuing education and commitment of time. Much is
asked of those who officiate.

Thereforethe OHSAA, its member schools and Certified Assigners hereby resolve and affirm the following:

1) That game assignments and career advancement be provided without regard to age, sex, race, national
origin, religion or other factors unrelated to thudity to properly perform officiating duties.

2) That effective security be provided to protect sports officials from physical assaults, unseemly verbal
abuse and the loss of, or damage to personal property, from arrival at the game or thratigie depa

3) The efforts are supported to limit the liability sports officials can incur as a result of the reasonable and
cugomary decisions they make in fulfilling their officiating duties.

4) That the obligations sports officials are expectedauired to fulfill be clearly communicated, preferably
in writing, in advance of when those obligations are to be carried out.

5) That sports officials who are subject to an inquiry concerning alleged improper or inadequate fulfillment
of theirresponsibilities be given fair treatment and an opportunity to respond to the findings through the
appeal process before disciplinary measures are taken. (adopted from language provided by the National
Association of Sports Officials)

An official who moves to Ohio from another state may secure an officiating permit in Ohio upon the
presenttion of evidemre of a current registration as an official in the previous state and upon the payment of
Ohio fees, providing there is a reciprocity agreement between the two states and providing this application is
made witlin three months after moving to Ohio.

This reciprocity provision is not applicable to officials in neighboring states who hold current registration in
their home state. Such officials must follow the procedure outlin8eédtion C.

The Classification of a transfer official will be assigned by@SAA Commisgoner after verification of
previous training and experience is confirmed.

until an application is received and the instructor is certifiée: following requirements apply for approved

6. Failure to fulfill local and/or state meeting requirements:
6.1 The official who does not meet minimum attendance requireméhtse suspended and the
official is ineligible to renew the officiating permit without retesting.

7. Breach of regulations/agreements/ethics and penalties:
7.1 Nonpayment of Officiating Permit Fees/Bad Check Paty.
When an official fails to pay the permit fee by June 30, a late fee will also apply. Officials who pay late
may not be considered for tournament selection. When the permit fee and late fee are not received on or
before the late payment deadline, dfficial mustapply the following school yearA bad check fee of

fees have been paid. Officials with a bad check history (three bad checks in a four year period) will not
be permitted to reinstatmtil a hearings heldto determine the terms of reinstateménteinstatement
is possible. Individuals who fail to satisfy their financial obligations may face possible prosecution.
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7.2 Failure to Fulfill Game Contract.
Regular Season
When an offcial fails to fulfill a regular season game contractathe f ended home school
adminigrator or certified assigner may require that official pay the contract amount to the offended
school or league. If the official does not comply with the directioBefidministrator or assigner, the
OHSAA shalll be notified where upon the official
A game contract is not assignable to any other party without the express written consent of both parties
(official and assigning agent).
When ether of the contracting parties fails to fulfill/lhonor a game contract and the act is found to be
willful (example: changing a contract date or time; officiating another garokege or high school),
the offending party shall pay the other the contramiunt. The OHSAA may impose an additional
penalty not to exceed $200 per occurrence.
TOURNAMENTS
When an official fails to fulfill a sectional/district tournament contract obligation the District Athletic
Board may require that official to pay the contramount. The District Athletic Board is authorized to
void future contracts in the sectional/district tournaments when it is considered to be in the best interest
of the OHSAA sectional/district tournaments. Contracts voided through mutual consertt are no
factionabl eo.
The OHSAAAssistantCommissioner may require payment of the contract fee of an official who fails
to honor a regional or state tournament contract. The Commissioner may void tournament contracts, at
anylevd of an OHSAA tournament, when it is considered in the inéstest of the OHSAA.
7.3 Unsatisfactory Officiating
The OHSAA will investigate reports of unsatisfactory officiating when such reports are submitted by
school administrator, Assigna, OHSAA board memberorstafl he OHSAA of ficial 6
administrator may request information from such parties deemed appropriate.

7.4 Officiating Without A Proper Permit
An individual who officiates an interscholastic contest without a permit where the OHSAA requires a
permit will be fined up to $200 per occurrence. That person will not be grardedfari i ci al 6 s pe
until the fine is paid. An official who officiates an inéeholastic contest when not qualified by permit
classificatiorto do so may be fined a maximum of $200 per contest and placed on probation for one
year . Mul tiple offenses may require an official
Note 1 Contracts shall be issuea afficials who have the proper permit. Contracts shall be signed by
officials with the proper permit.
Note 2: School Administrators or Assigners may be fined up to $200 per occurrence for hiring officials
without the proper permit.
7.5 Criminal Convictions
1. New License Application or RenewalAn Officiating Permit will not be issued or renewed for
anyone:
a. convicted, or adjudicated with a finding of fault, guilt or violatiarregard to an offense invahg
a minor any sexual offense unless/until such offense has been reversed by proper authority with
jurisdiction over the matter; or,
b. convicted, or adjudicated with a finding of fault, guilt or violation, in regard twfanse involing
any illegal/illicit drug or controlled substance as prescribed by federal or state leguation,
prior to five (5) years following the completion of any sentence/parole/probation period imposed for
the offense; or,
c. currently serving a sentence or a parole/probation period for any offense or adjudication of guilt
imposed by any court, judge or administrative body, other than simple traffic violations.

2. Currently Licensed Officials

a. When a curreHSAA licensed official is indicted or charged with any criminal offense or charged
with a violation of any statute pertaining to minors, drugs or a controlled substance, such license
will automatically be suspended, pending resolution of the indictment or charge. Conviction or
adjudication of fault, guilt or a violation under any such indictment or charge shall result in
immediate and automatforfeiture of the officiatingpermit

b. CurrentOHSAA licensedsportsofficials must inform the OHSAA of any such indictment or charge
immediatelyupon receipt of or upon having knowledge of such indictment or ch&ajkireto
notify the OHSAA shall itself be a basis for immediate and automatic forfeiture of the officiating
license.

3. Reinstatement/Reapplication of LicenseAn official whose license has been forfeitedspended or
revoked or an applicant who is denied a license, under the provisionsdlitys may petition for
reinstatement/reapplication based on the following:

a. If suspension, revocation or forfeiture of a license is based upoictcamvadjudication or finding
as a result of a felony: the official/applicant may petition for a license one year after the completion
of the parole/probation period; other than convicid illegal illicit drugs, cotrolled substance
where a 5 year probation period is used, or immediately upon dismissal or reversal of the charge or
conviction (providedhe offense was NOihvolving a minor or a sexual offense).
b. If suspension, revocatipforfeiture or denial results from a misdemeanor or othesfelony
charge: the official/applicant may petition for a license immediately upon the completion of the
parole/probation period (provided the offense was NOT inngla minor or a sexual offense).
c. If suspension, revocation, forfeiture or denial of a license is based upon any conadijtidination
or finding involving a minor or sexual offense, reinstatement/reapplication will not bétteekm
unless/until such offense has been reversed by proper authority having jurisdiction over the matter.
7.6 Unethical Conduct
Unethical conduct covers a multitude of indiscretions: Failure to accurately complete an Officials
Report and submit it in a timely manner; failure to wear the approved uniform; chronic tardiness to
games; disruptive behavior during meetings; officiating a contest where there is a conflict of interest;
inappropriate dress arriwy at or departing from@ontest site; use of tobacco at a game site (locker
room, field, boiler room, etc.onsuming alcohol on game day prior to a game; disrespectfully
addressing fans, players, coaches, administrators, officidlsgfto cooperate with OHSAA personnel;
illegal gambling; gambling on high school events; campaigning for tournament assignme héskaoid
preparation are some examples of unethical conduct. Certainly this listingrisemoted to b alk
inclusive. Conductletermined to be unethical mhg penalized Penaltiesnclude, butarenot be
limited to, letters of reprimand, public censure, single or multiple contest suspensions, monetary fines
up to $200 per indent and suspension as an OHSAA officidbte: Individual officials and officiating
crews that communicate with coaches and/or administrators in order to solicit tournament votes will
become immediately ineligible faiournament officiang.
7.7 Tournament Officials Agreement
Of ficials selected to officiate OHSAA postseas:
official accepts a tournament assignment he/she agrees to be eligible in all respects. In addition the
official agrees that he/she will NOT officiate another contest on the same day@stiaenent game
without the express consent of the District Athletic Board representative (sectional and district contests)
or the OHSAA officials administrator (regional and stabntests).
Note 1 Officials may request a waiver of the required minimum number of regular season games due
to illness or injury.

Note 2 The OHSAA recommends that a coach shatlserve as a tournament officiatie same
sport in which he/she coaches. If it is necessary to utilize said coach as a tournament official, then the

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7.8 Each OHSAA sports official agrees that he/she is an independent contractor eoxtésés under
his/her supervision will be administered in an unbiased angregudicial manner and contests will be
officiatedwith adopted mechanics in accordamgth NFHS and OHSAA rules and interpretations. In
addition, the official agrees that the OHSAA possesses the authority and responsibility to uphold its
constiution, bylaws and regulations.

In Tournaments in whichdth licensed and unlicensed officials are used, the unlicensed officials will be paid 75% of

the established fee plus the regular travel payment.

Stand by officials will be paid $35.00 per game plus regular travel payment.

Coaches representatives to thar@a Committee will receive the regular travel payment for the State Tournament only.
Of ficials shall receive a travel payment of $1.00 per
location (e.g. if a tournament site is65 milesd m t he of fi ci al 6s headquarters add
$15.00 travel payment).

Officials shall not receive mileage expense reimbursement and not any miscellaneous allowance for tournament
contests.

All payments made to officials for tournamt officiating will be treated as income for the purpose of IRS reporting.

If an official is notified of a cancellation, or rescheduling, prior to departure the official will not receive any
compensation. lan officialis notified en route, the officialwill receive the travel payment, but no game fee. In cases

the payment will be a minimum of $20.00. If after the beginning, the tournament contest is interrupted due to weather
or reason and not completed on the day scheduled, the official will réaiipayment.

The distance from an officialds headquarters shal/l be
entering the starting pint and ending point on Mapquest or other similar Internet mapping program.

In extraordinary cases, dueweather or other unanticipated occurrences, the District Athletic Boards (Sectional &
District) or State Office (Regional or State) may approve payments to officials to compensate them for expenses.
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8. Tournament Officials Selection Information

Xll. REGULATIONS FOR OHSAA CERTIFIED ASSIGNERS

1.1 An OHSAA Certified Assigner shall be requiregtdbmitanannual registrationform and
fee and to attend an OHSAA Assigners certification sentii@amually .

1.2 An OHSAA Certified Assigner will be familiar with OHSAA regulations and officiating
classification requirements. Assigners will assign/contract only those officials who possess a
current and appropriate OHSAA permit.

1.3 An OHSAA Cetified Assigner shall execute a contract with the school(s) or league(s) for
which assignments are made. Thi deeand@thr act sh
par ty 0 soneAcprent Yald contract shall be submitted with the annual
registration form.

1.4 An OHSAA Certified Assigner shall assign officials that are mutually acceptable to the
competing schools. An Assigner shall obtain a list of acceptable officials from the schools for
which assignmentsre made.

1.5 An OHSAA Certified Assigner shall assign officials to contests without regard to race or
gender.

1.6 An OHSAA Certified Assigner will assign officials based on competence and certification;
officiating assigments maynotbd e ni ed based on the official s
local association.

1.7 An OHSAA Certified Assigner or administrator will issue valid contracts to officials. Valid
contracts shall include the contest date, time, place and fee (gi&earB acceptable).

Contracts must be signed by an OHSAA Certified Officials Assigner appointed by the school
administrator or the home school administrator.

1.8 An OHSAA Certified Assigner shall not allow officials to schedule their owstutes or
give their assignment to another official. Officials who fail to honor contracts shall be
reported in writing within 10 days of the violation, to the OHSAA Coordinator of Officials.

1.9 An OHSAA Certified Assigner shall not accemoney or gifts from officials receiving
assignments. Assigners that assign officials to interscholastic contests shall not require
i ndi vidual of ficials to pay fibookingo fees.
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1.10 An OHSAA Certified Assigner may be paid by the school(&ague(s) for which
assignments are made. A local officials association may, by majority vote of all of its
members, elect an Assigner. If the membership elects an Assigner and wishes to establish a
salary for the Assigner, thtealary must be established by a majority vote of all members.

1.11 An OHSAA Certified Assigner may not establish game fees.

1.12 An OHSAA Certified Assigner is expected to be honest in all dealings with officials, school
personnel and OHSAA dfaAssigners who fail to follow OHSAA bylaws or regulations

will be subject to penalties which include, but are not limited to, a maximum fine of $100
per violation, public censure, probation and suspension as an Assigner.

1.13 These redations shall apply to home school administrators as they assign officials.

1.14 An OHSAA Certified Assigner is ineligible for OHSAA pea&ason tournament
assignments at the Benal or and State tournaments.

XIll. LOCAL OFFICIALS ASSOCIATION
A. Procedure for Organizinglaocal Officials Association

An application form must be completed and forwarded to the Ohio High School Athletic

Association. Application forms may be obtainfeom the OHSAAwebsite www.ohsaa.orly. The

application when completed must include the following attached documents.

1. A statement explaining the reasons why a local officials association should be establishe
area.

2. A copy of the Constitution and Bylaws of the proposed association.

3. Alist of officers.

4. The name of the local rules interpreter in the particular sport.

5. The list of possible members (minimum of 15 iesp).*

6. Proposed dates, place, time and agenda for meetings.

7. A statement signed by an officer of the sponsoring association stating their agreement to serve as
sponsor.

NOTE: When a local officials association agrees to sponsawalocal offcials association, the

sponsoship is binding and may not be withdrawn without approval of the applcahthe

OHSAA. Failure to comly with sponsorship requirements could result in the sponsoring

association being placed on probationtsrcharter revoked. When all of the above documents are

in order, they shall be forwarded to the OHSAPhe application will then be reviewed and
considered as follows:

1. Eight copies will be made and sent to the DOC Secretary. It shall be the raspookthe
District Officials Committee to investigate and report its finding with recommendation to the
Officials Appeals and Review Board.

2. Based upon the District Officials Committee report, the Officials Appeals and Review Board
will make a recommendation to the Boarddafectors No application may be tabled. It must be
acted upon either favorably or unfavorably within one year of the date it is sent to the Officials
Appeals and Review Board.

3. If norecommendation is madhgthin oneyear, the application will be forwarded to the Board of
Directorswith the recommendation to approve.

4. If approval for the local association is given by the Boaidii@ctors the officials association
will be accepted on a one year probationary basis, authorized to conduct rules discussion
meetings for official credit and subject to the rules and regulations of the OHSAA.

The sponsoring association will file a report with the OIAS# the conclusion of the
probationary period with their recommendation.

*Minimum membership requirements may be waived for a period of one year for new associations
in wrestling and baseball or for any association located a considerdhlecdiffom another
association in the same sport which demonstrates an active and vital program through attendance
and type of meetingsorducted.
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B. Dutiesof Local Officials Associations
1. Local officials associations are chartered for thmamy purposes of recruiting officials and
conducting continual training and for the improvement of officials and officiating.

1.1 Local associations shall actively recragn and women of diversity as prospective
officials.

1.2 Local assoctens shall appoint a training coordinator who shall oversee the initial
training class and work cooperatively with the association interpreter to provide quality
continuing education through local association classes and meetings.

l3Localassociations shal/l provide a-rgatebcess to
deficiencies, ways to improve and a timeline for improvement.

1.4 Local associations are authorized to censure, place on probation, suspend local
association rmbership and/or recommend suspension of the OHSAA permit. Issues that
must be investigated and resolved by the local association are unethical conduct,
unsatisfactory officiating, failure to comply with local association or OHSAA rules or
regulations.

1.5 Local associations shall provide a grievance procedure for its members.

1.6 Local associations shall keep accurate attendance records. Officials that are not a
member of any OHSAA local association shall be charged $10 fomeaeting
attended.

1.7 Local associations may provide a list of potential tournament officials on myOHSAA
for tournament selection

2. Local associations may elect an Assigner. Such Assigners must then comply with OHSAA
Cetified Assigners Regulations.
2.1 Local associations may not set officiating fees that are mandatory for a member to change.

C. Requirementsof Officials Association To Maintain Recognized Status

1. Must maintain a minimum membeiglof 15.

2. Must fileon myOHSAA thdr meeting dateby deadline dates:

3. Must file with the OHSAA a copy of amended Constitution as soon as possible after
amendments are made.

4. Must notify OHSAA of changes indcal Secretaries anlhterpreters as they occur.

5. Must adhere to the following regulations for local rules discussion meetings.

5.4 Each local association shethedule a minimum of two more meetings than the number
required for an official to attend; minimum of six each.

5.7 Clinics conducted and sponsored by an association other than the OHSAA may count as
one local rules discussion meeting provided the clinic has received advance OHSAA
approval.

5.8 Social med@tgs or annual meetings to elect officers do not fulfill requirements for a local
rules discussion meeting.

5.9 If it becomes necessary to conduct local association business, it is recommended that the
business meeting be held following tles discussion.

Failure to
attend for two cogecutive years could result in the suspension of the local association.

8. The Local Association Secretary or other local association officer must attend a minimum of
one District Officials Committee meeting per year in the respestort. Failure to attend
required meetings will result in probation for one year with recommendation for loss of
charter or continued lack of attendance.

9. Membership in local officials associations.

9.1 Any official holding a Class 1, 2 or 3 Permit in a given sport is eligible for membership
and voting privileges in any local association chartered by the OHSAA in that sport. Such
membership cannot be denied by a local association because of tleelofice r e f us al
join a related organization or association.

9.2 An official holding a Class 1, 2 or 3 Permit in a sport may not be denied membership and
voting privileges in a local officials association because the official holds membigrship
another local officials association.

9.3 A local officials association may exclude an OHSrefjistered official from
membership in a local association in the sport in which registered and deny the registered
official the full bendits of menbership for unethical conduct, failure to pay local
association membership dues, failure to comply with OHSAA or local association
regulations, and/ornsatisfactory officiating.

10. Associations shall work corporately withsigners and leagues/schools to establish fair an
acceptable officiating game fees.

D. Failure to Comply
A local association is required to meet or exceed all requirements and regulations as set forth in the
Handbook for Officials, annuakecretary mailings and others that may be introduced from time to
time. When a lack of compliance is determined, the local association will receive written
notification of the deficiencies, a time line for obtaining compliance and the appropriate genaltie
Penalties shall include, but not be limited to, monetary fines, ineligibility of member officials for
tournaments, public censure, probation, suspension or revocation of the local association charter.

Turn west on to Cooke Road. Follow the Cooke Road signs turning right at the
intersection of Cooke and Indianola then left at the next light. Continue west on Cooke
Road turning left in front of Bishop Watterson High School at the stop sign. Continue
on Cooke Rd. to the next traffic light, turning left onto High Street. Continue south on
High St. for three blocks turning right on to Croswell Road. Turn left on to Roselea
Place. The OHSAA is the first brick building on the left.
